Posted notices in three public places within the village.  Notice of meeting and agenda was given to Trustees in advance. As required by law Chairman Eddy, pointed out the copy of the Opens Meeting Act posted on the wall for public viewing and called the meeting to order.  Proceedings shown were taken while convened meeting was open to the public.

The meeting was brought to order by Eddy at 5:29 P.M.

Motion by Hammond, seconded by Valentine, to approve the minutes from the October 4, 2021 and October 11, 2021 Meetings. Voting Aye:  Eddy, Einspahr, Hammond, Orcutt and Valentine.  There were no votes against the motion. Motion carried.

Discussion was held in regards to the Annual Republican City Stag feed. It will be held on November 11, 2021. 

Motion by Valentine, seconded by Orcutt to approve Contryman Associated P.C to do our audit for $8,700.00. Voting Aye: Eddy, Einspahr, Hammond, Orcutt and Valentine. There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried. Clerk Davis mentioned a complaint from resident about shelter house materials on basketball court.
Discussion was held in regards to Ordinance 315 Rezoning a tract of land in the Southeast Quarter of the Southeast Quarter (SE1/4 SE ¼) of section thirty three (33), Township two (2) North, Range Seventeen (17) West of 6th P.M.,  Harlan County, Nebraska. Concerns were heard from citizens of Republican City and Taylor Manor. Motion by Eddy to table discussion for Ordinance 315 until we hear from NDEE to get more information from them. There was no second. Motion died due to lack of no second.
Ordinance 315 was introduced by Trustee Eddy Ordinance 315 reads AN ORDINANCE OF THE VILLAGE OF REPUBLICAN CITY, NEBRASKA WHICH SHALL AMEND THE ZONING REGULATIONS AND RE-ZONE AN AREA WITHIN THE VILLAGE’S EXTRA-TERRITORIAL ZONING JURSIDICTION; TO REPEAL ANY CONFLICTING ORDIANCES OR ZONING REGULATION; AND TO DECLARE AN EFFECTIVE DATE. BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CHAIRMAN AND BOARD OF TRUSTEES FOR THE VILLAGE OF REPUBLICAN CITY, NEBRASKA: Section 1. That the following-described area lies within the extra-territorial zoning jurisdiction of the Village of Republican City, as set forth in the zoning regulations, and should be and here by is re-zoned from Agricultural to Residential: SEE ATTACHED EXIBIT A. Section 2. That public hearings were held and notice of said intent to re-zone was sent to Harlan County Board of Supervisors on September 8, 2021, all according to law. Section 3. This ordinance shall be in full force and effective from and after its passage, approval, and publication, according to law. PASSED AND APPROVED this 1st day of November, 2021. EXHIBIT A:  A  tract of land in the Southeast Quarter of the Southeast Quarter (SE1/4 SE ¼) of section thirty three (33), Township two (2) North, Range Seventeen (17) West of 6th P.M.,  Harlan County, Nebraska, more particularly described as follows: Beginning at the Southeast Corner of said Section 33, thence West along the section line 688 feet to the true point of beginning; thence due North 660 feet to a point on the North line of the South Half of the Southeast Quarter of the Southeast Quarter (S ½ SE ½ SE ¼ ); thence due West 632 feet to a point on the West line of the Southeast Quarter of the Southeast Quarter (SE ¼ SE ¼ ); thence due south 660 feet to a point on the south line of Section 33, thence East 632 feet to the point of beginning.
Motion by Hammond, Seconded by Einspahr to pass Ordinance 315 Roll Call: Einspahr-Aye, Hammond-Aye, Orcutt-Aye and Valentine-Aye. Eddy-Nay. Motion carried. 

Discussion was held in regards to approximately 15 meters not reading. Motion by Orcutt, seconded by Einspahr to purchase 15 meter interface units. Voting Aye: Eddy, Einspahr, Hammond, Orcutt and Valentine. There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried. Discussion was held in regards to CHS closing, they might not have fuel available after they close. May have to get a fuel card to Bosselman’s or somewhere similar.

Motion by Orcutt, seconded by Hammond to suspend the rule requiring three separate readings of the resolution.  Voting Aye: Einspahr, Hammond, Orcutt and Valentine.  Eddy Abstains. There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried. Motion by Valentine, seconded by Einspahr to pass Resolution 110121-1, selling Lot three, block seven to Kristopher Eddy and Dianna Eddy for $7,000.00.  Roll call vote:  Hammond- Aye, Orcutt- Aye, Valentine- Aye, Einspahr- Aye, Eddy abstained.  Motion passed.  Plan to build a house with garage/building in the future. Balance of $7,000.00 will be due at closing.  Ordinance finalizing the sale will be passed at the January 3, 2022 meeting. Discussion was held in regards to the Grader doing the same thing as last spring. Possibly the cold weather might be what is causing it to not work properly. Discussion was held in regards to pillar on office building leaking. Will add to next agenda to discuss further.
Motion by Einspahr, seconded by Valentine to adjourn at 6:10 p.m.
