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Lake Conesus was dying …

The Story of the Banning of Phosphates in New York State Lake District
Lake Conesus is the western-most of the 11 Finger Lakes in western New York.  The lake is 8 miles long.

In the 1970s, people with homes and cottages along Lake Conesus were concerned.  Their lake was dying … it was overrun with algae, which was dramatically reducing the oxygen availability to the fish … and fish were dying.
