LED sign request;

Gamal Hauter (Sam) owner of Bailey’s Tobacco & Grill came before the Board of Commissioners requesting that he be allowed to put up a LED sign in the TC (Town Center) district.  The business is located at 6341 Deans St., formally known as Watson’s Food Mart.  Mr. Hauter said the sign is only to show the prices of the gas.  There will be no movement on the sign.
