will pick up where we left off on Thursday. Please keep in mind that your students will be doing more testing outside of the 
classroom. Our class needs to finish Dibels testing and we have more MAP practice testing this week. Inside the classroom, I am 
looking at third grade having a math test this week along with a science test over chapter 7 (probably Thursday). Fourth grade will 
have a science test over chapter 6 on Friday. Even though it is a short week, we will still have our regular spelling tests. This week is 
a review week, so the students have seen all of the words before. I also sent out a Remind message stating that this week will be the 
last week for redos for the remainder of the year. With that in mind, there might be a time when I send something home to be redone, 
but those will be specific items.

5th/6th: I hope everyone had a great weekend! 5th graders will begin Cognitive Abilities testing on Wednesday. Please make sure to 
get plenty of sleep and eat a good breakfast so you can do your best. In Writing, 5th and 6th graders will be reviewing types of 
figurative language including simile, metaphor, personification, and onomatopoeia. In Science, 5th grade will be getting ready to test 
next week over Ch. 7 "The Water Cycle" and 6th graders will begin a new chapter called "The Nature of Sound". In Lit. Circle, 
students will be reading Ch. 7 & 8 and will present roles on Friday. In Social Studies, 5th graders will read about the "Industrial 
Revolution" and 6th grade will finish Ch. 3 over famous European explorers. 6th grade will also have an "Important Dates in 
History" test on Wednesday. 3rd Quarter Book Reports for 5th-8th graders are due on Fri. Feb. 12th.  7/8 Comm. Arts: 
Students will be reading Ch. 6-8 in "The Outsiders" this week and will also be analyzing a poem called "Nothing Gold Can Stay" by 
Robert Frost that is mentioned in the book. Have a great week!      - Mrs. Foster

Math: Fifth grade has been looking at some geometric concepts and multiplication and division of larger numbers. Sixth grade is 
looking at the ways numbers can be expressed for the purposes of reducing fractions and probability. Seventh grade is working with 
scientific notation of both large and small numbers and doing problems involving rates. Pre-algebra students are working with 
changing rates and part/whole relationships in actual story problems. Algebra students are working with various types of rational 
expressions involving negative exponents and substitution to solve and graph equations.

7th-8th: In grammar, we will be moving on to pronouns this week with an emphasis on the categories in which pronouns appear 
(subject vs. object, demonstrative, possessive, etc.). In science, we are between chapters and working on an activity involving 
gravity/acceleration rates, after which we will begin supplementing our science with some health topics.
