The elders went to Yahshua and earnestly begged Him, saying, “He to 

whom You give this is worthy”.  They told Yahshua how he loved the nation and 

that he built the synagogue for them.  So, Yahshua went with them. 

When they were near the house, the centurion sent his friends to Yahshua 

to speak for him.  They said to Yahshua, “Do not trouble yourself, for I am not 

worthy that You come under my roof.  For this reason I did not count myself 

worthy to come to You. But, speak with a word, and my boy will be healed. For, I 

also, am a man under authority, having soldiers under myself. I say to this one, 

Go! And he goes. To another, Come! And he comes.  To my slave, do this! And he 

does it.” 

Hearing these things, Yahshua marveled at him. He turned to the crowd 

following Him, and He said, “I say to you, I did not find such faith in Israel!” 

The friends of the centurion returned to the house and found the servant 

healed from his sickness.
