It will not  produce after-corrosion on zinc base parts and will prevent the tarnishing of brass during long-time burnishing operations.  Ambex 16 produces excellent results in soft or hard water.

Ambex 16H is used at above concentration of mixed load with sufficient water to cover the work.  Parts should be clean and free of oil, dirt and tarnish and the steel shot should be clean and highly polished.

After burnishing, the barrel should be drained and the work separated from the shot.  Return the shot to the barrel and rinse the work in baskets.  If the shot is to be stored overnight or over a weekend, cover the shot with water and add a normal charge of Ambex 16H.  Tumble for a few minutes to thoroughly mix the compound with the water.  This will prevent the shot from rusting or dulling.
