All must be water confident. (min swim of 10m)

Pool rules explained at the start of the session.  Students reminded of the need to take care and walk on poolside.

No glass to be taken into pool area.  Shoes to be worn when appropriate outdoors

Appropriate briefing and supervision.  

All those raft building must be water confident.  All wear approved buoyancy aids, which are checked on issue.

All wear helmets when appropriate.  First aid kit carried by instructor.

Ski’s issued and set according to student’s height and weight.
