
TOWN OF BAILEY

The Regular Meeting of the Bailey Town Board was held in the Bailey Town Hall on December 21, 2015 at 7:00pm.

The following members of the Bailey Town Board were present:  Mayor Timothy Johnson; Commissioners, Shelley Carroll, Jerry Bissette, Troy Conner and Harold Flora.  Commissioners Phillip “Rocky” Winstead arrived late.
Called the meeting to order: 

Mayor Johnson called the meeting to order and opened the meeting with the pledge of allegiance to the flag and welcomed the following guests:  John Ennis, Dean Holmes, Cecil and Janet Hawley, Beverly Marriott, Phillip Whitford, Jamie Cummings, Vince Sievert, Ervin Powell, Alan Stone, Joe Burnette, David Evans and Cynthia Evans Green.
Approval of minutes and financial statement:

The financial statement for November 2015 and the minutes of November 16, 2015 were unanimously approved upon a motion by Commissioner Conner and seconded by Commissioner Bissette. 
Agenda items:

Beverly Marriott; came before the board to inform them that she has accepted a position in the Zebulon Post Office and has resigned her position of President of the Bailey Chamber of Commerce effective December 31, 2015.  Ms. Marriott stated that the chamber had found storage space for the sleigh and the Christmas tree.  She stated that the chamber did have an issue with the financial help.  Ms. Marriott said that the town had budgeted $1,500.00 for the 2015 Christmas Parade.  A motion was made last month to rescind that help.  She said that the town was included in the advertising of the parade and the chamber felt the town should give the financial help that was budgeted.  Ms. Marriott also stated that the chamber thought the motion to no longer offer financial support for the Christmas Parade excluded 2015 and was meant for the upcoming years.  After a short discussion the board agreed to contribute $1,500.00 toward the expense of the 2015 Christmas Parade.  It was noted that this would be the last year the town would help with the Christmas Parade expenses.

Phillip Whitford; came before the board to give an update on the Wesley Privette Memorial Library.  He stated that a fourth access computer has been added.  In 2016 they will be offering basic computer skill classes; will loan tablets to students and will have telescopes and binoculars.    

Envirolink; Dean Holmes, representative of Envirolink, was present.  Mr. Holmes said that the 4 inch meter for well #2 has been installed.  The cost was $1,117.00 plus freight & taxes and not the $1,515.00 that was first quoted.  The board was reminded that the dechlorination box has been installed at well #1 and the pump at the WWTP has been repaired.

Public Comment:

Mayor Johnson opened the public comment section.  With there being no comments the Public Comment session was closed. 

Old Business:

Water fountain for the PD; the clerk stated that she was unable to find a plumber that will install a water fountain in an existing building with the water lines under concrete.  The clerk was given the name Randy Pridgen.  The clerk asked for a phone number.
New Business:

Swearing in the elective officials; the clerk swore in Timothy Johnson as Mayor.  Once Mayor Johnson was sworn in he then swore in W. Jerry Bissette, Troy Conner and Harold Flora as Commissioners. 

2016 Public Work’s Guide; the board had been given a copy of the public work’s guide for 2016.  Mayor Johnson stated that this is the same information that was mailed out in 2015; the only exception is the updated 2016 yard waste pick-up calendar.  Commissioner Carroll made a motion to approve the 2016 Public Work’s Brochure.  Commissioner Conner seconded the motion and the motion passed.

2016 Holiday Schedule; the board had been given the 2016 Holiday Schedule.  It was stated that there are no changes from the 2015 schedule.  It was pointed out that Christmas will fall on Sunday in 2016 so the Town Hall will only be closed for one day.  The Christmas 2016 holiday will be taken on Monday, December 26.  Commissioner Carroll made a motion to approve the 2016 Holiday Schedule.  Commissioner Flora seconded the motion and the motion passed. 
Commissioner’s remarks:

Commissioner Conner said he would like to see the chain link fence fixed.  He then thanked Cynthia Evans Green for the Christmas tree lot.


Commissioner Bissette stated that Gerald Coggin has purchased decorations for the Police Department (a tree and lights).  He said he would like for the town to reimburse Mr. Coggin for his expenses.  Commissioner Bissette made a motion to reimburse Gerald Coggin for the Christmas tree and lights for the PD.  Commissioner Conner seconded the motion and the motion passed.


Commissioner Flora gave his written resignation as Commissioner for the Town of Bailey effected immediately; December 21, 2105.  Mayor Johnson asked if he was sure and Commissioner Flora stated his wife wanted him to quit.  Mayor Johnson thanked him for his time served and stated he would contact the Board of Elections.


It was stated that there was a low turnout for the elections adding that only 26 people came out to vote.  Cecil Hawley stated that the majority of the people attending the meeting did not live in the town limits and could not vote.  He stated he would like to be annexed into the town limits.  Mayor Johnson said Mr. Hawley would have to submit a letter to the town clerk and asked to be voluntary annexed into the town limits.  Mayor Johnson said it would have to be approved through the NC Legislator.

Closed Session:

Commissioner Carroll made a motion to go in closed session as permitted by NCGS 143-318 (a) (6) to consider the qualification competence and performance of an employee and as permitted by NCGS 143-318.11(a).5 to establish or to instruct the public body’s staff concerning the position to be taken by or on behalf of the public body in negotiation of a contract.  Commissioner Conner seconded the motion and the motion passed.

Opened Session:

Commissioner Carroll made a motion to return to the regular meeting.  Commissioner Conner seconded the motion and the motion passed.  Once back to the regular meeting, Commissioner Carroll made a motion to approve the agreement in reference to the Senior Center that Nash County will build at the Bailey/Middlesex Park.  Commissioner Conner seconded the motion and the motion passed.

Commissioner Bissette made a motion to hire John Ennis as the Chief of Police for the Town.  Commissioner Winstead seconded the motion and the motion passed.  (Note: John Ennis has been interim Chief of Police for the town since October 1, 2015.)
Adjournment:

There being no further business, Commissioner Carroll made a motion to adjourn.  Commissioner Conner seconded the motion and the motion passed.
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
