Notice of meeting and agenda was given to Trustees in advance. As required by law Trustee Hammond, pointed out the copy of the Opens Meeting Act posted on the wall for public viewing and called the meeting to order.  Proceedings shown were taken while convened meeting was open to the public.

The meeting was brought to order by Hammond at 5:37 P.M.

Motion by Orcutt, seconded by Valentine, to approve the minutes from the September 7, 2020 Meeting.  Voting Aye:  Einspahr, Hammond, Orcutt and Valentine.  There were no votes against the motion. Absent: Eddy. Motion carried.

Marcy DeJonge Exited the meeting.

Motion by Hammond, seconded by Einspahr to approve Resolution 090720-4 to open sealed bids for Block 7 Lot 3.  Board also heard from City Attorney Jaclyn Daake regarding this sale. They asked that whoever is interested offer a price and they will discuss it further.

Motion by Orcutt, seconded by Valentine to pass Resolution 090720-2, Signing of the municipal annual certification of program compliance form 2020  Voting Aye:  Einspahr , Hammond, Orcutt and Valentine. There were no votes against the motion. Absent:  Eddy.  Motion carried.  Motion by Valentine, seconded by Einspahr to close the 2020-2021 Budget Hearing at 7:06p.m.  Voting Aye: Einspahr, Hammond, Orcutt and Valentine.  There were no votes against the motion. Absent: Eddy. Motion carried.  Clerk will look into Miller and Associates payments. 
Discussion was held in regards to the billing not being correct. Clerk will contact Municipal Supply and ask that someone come out on the day they read meters so they can help navigate the issues we are having.

Motion by Valentine, seconded by Einspahr to rehire Keith Whetstine with a 1% increase in pay,  health care benefits and vacation and Andrea Davis at $25.00 per hour until we can get someone new trained. Voting Aye: Einspahr, Hammond,Orcutt and Valentine.  There were no votes against the motion. Absent: Eddy.  Motion carried
