To be considered for the Benjamin Roosevelt Charley, Jr. Scholarship, you must: 
 

1. Be a current high school senior. 
 

2. Plan to attend an undergraduate program in a 2 or 4-year University/College or Technical 

Trade College in the fall of the academic year following high-school graduation. 
 

3. Declare an approved major in education, business, psychology, or advanced 

manufacturing and skilled trades. 
 

4. Demonstrate a passion for their community. 
 

5. Demonstrate leadership at school and/or in the community. 
 

6. Have a high school cumulative GPA of 3.0 or higher. 
 

7. Enrollment status must be full-time.

To apply email the following items to scholarships@floydandgwenfoundation.com as one, 

complete submission. 
 

• Résumé. Your résumé should include the following information: 
 

1. Extracurricular activities (school and community related) 
 

2. Honors and awards that you have received (if possible, include awards that are technology 

related) 
 

3. Work experience 
 

• Transcript. Include an unofficial copy of your current academic transcript. (If selected as a finalist 

applicant will need to provide the Floyd and Gwendolyn Bryant Foundation with official versions) 

• Three essays. 
 

4. In no more than 500 words, describe how you plan to be engaged in the community and 

how will your career support your engagement. 
 

5. In no more than 500 words, please share your vision of how you will give back to your 

community and inspire those in your community to be successful in their daily lives. 

6. In no more than 300 words, describe how your culture and community has impacted 

you. Also, describe your need for this scholarship. 
 

• Two letters of recommendation. 
 

1. At least one letter must be from a faculty or staff member at your school. 
 

2. Letters of recommendation should be original and should not be duplicates of 

college recommendation letters. Do not include relatives as references.
