Why So Much Attention for the Holy Spirit
Have you ever thought, “if Jesus Christ is my savior, then why so much attention for the Holy Spirit??” Let’s consider the following:

The Spirit of God is one with God the Father and the Son, Jesus Christ. These three that are one are also referred to as the “Trinity”. When God the Son took on flesh, or became Jesus, nothing of him was lost, but he lay down his God head powers.

The Holy Spirit is active throughout the history of God’s creation, and God’s people. But it is not until the New Testament scriptures that we become most aware of the active involvement of the Holy Spirit’s work in the lives of men.

The Spirit of God was active in creating the earth, and the entire universe. As he is God, he is present everywhere. There is nowhere that is outside of his dominion.

Again and again we read Bible accounts about the Holy Spirit giving people of God power and abilities needed in the service of God. We come to know from study and revelation that the Spirit of God gave the prophets their inspiration, and communicated the word of God through them to others. But the Old Testament looked forward to the age when the Spirit of God would be poured out upon all flesh. This was initiated when Jesus came. His human (physical) substance was conceived and born of the Holy Spirit of God. The Holy Spirit descended upon Jesus at his baptism in the Jordan River and anointed him with power to carry out his ministry assignment given him by God the Father. After his anointing, Jesus was led by the Spirit into a deserted place where the devil was allowed to tempt him. 

John the Baptist declared that where as he baptized “believers and followers” of God with water unto repentance, Jesus would baptize them with the Holy Spirit. And Jesus himself promised his disciples that he would send the Holy Spirit to be with them continually. Jesus also promised that after he had returned to the Father, the Holy Spirit would teach and guide his followers, and give them power. “He will give me glory,” Jesus said, “because he will take what I say and show it to you”.

So the pouring out of the Holy Spirit was accomplished in the man Jesus first. Then on the day of Pentecost Jesus’ disciples that were in the Upper Room were baptized with the Holy Spirit. Thus the prophecy of Joel 2:28 & 29 began with Jesus and his disciples. 

A gentile named “Cornelius” (Acts 10:44 thru 48) is the next Biblical record of the Holy Spirit being poured out upon flesh.

When God has completed his promise to pour out his Spirit upon all flesh, the lion will eat straw, and lay down beside the lamb. The child will play in the presence of the poisonous snake and not be harmed. Nothing will be harmful in God’s holy mountain (Isaiah Chapter 11, and Isaiah 65:17 thru 65:25).

The Holy Spirit is the help (or gift) given to everyone that receives and follows Jesus as Lord and Savior. 

The Holy Spirit takes up residence in that person, giving them new direction and understanding, and making that person more aware of the reality of God. 

The Holy Spirit works to reproduce the character of Jesus in the life and behavior of everyone that accepts Jesus as Lord and Savior. The qualities of love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, longsuffering, mercy, goodness, faithfulness, humility, and self-control are exhibited more and more by the person that has the gift of the Holy Spirit.

The Holy Spirit helps the believer in Christ Jesus to become more aware of their oneness with Jesus the Son and God the Father. 

The Holy Spirit is the constant witness of a future existence in the presence of God.
