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Vimukti School for Girls, Jaipur, Rajastan, India

The bright-eyed and smiling students of the Vimukti School for
Girls, a wunit of Vimukti Santha, a registered, non-profit,
organization send their thanks and good wishes to every
member of IASE from Jaipur, India. This school seeks out girls in
the urban slum areas and offers free education, from pre-
school to senior secondary (grade 12), free uniforms, shoes,
school bags, transportation, books and notebooks, emphasizing
the need for education of the girl child in a country where
"every 6th girl child's death is due to gender discrimination,
where two thirds of girls cannot read or write, where over two
million children, mainly girls between the ages of 5-15 are
forced into prostitution and sexual slavery* according to World
Vision India (Outlook, March 17, 2014, page 19).

Environmental day
When the Volunteer Service Committee first visited the school,
the number of students was below 200. In 2014, registration
stands at 300 and the goal is to reach 500, which is the full
capacity. Girls are admitted from families whose monthly joint
earning is below 7,000 Rupees (about US $120).

From kindergarten to grade I, the students are taught
Mathematics, Environmental Studies and General Knowledge.
From grade Il onward, Computer Science and English are
added to their curriculum. Vocational fraining is being offered
to the girls and their parents under the "Learn and Eamn"
program to increase their earning capacity. IASE donated $600
this year for books, notebooks as well as cameras to document
their special events. A copy of the IASE Newsletter is under the
glass on the desk of the coordinator of the school.

The school is very proud of their achievements in 2013. All
students from grade X passed the National Institute of Open
Schooling (NIOS) examination. The students participated in Inter
School Craft and Poster competitions and won a second prize
amongst 12 schools and also second prize among 13 schools in
the Inter School Dance competition.

Congratulations, girls and teachers! Keep up the good work!

Book Donations for Mzuzu Unviersity, Malawi

Over a month ago, we sent out a request for information resources
to support the establishment of a center for inclusive education at
Mzuzu University. Through the International Association of Special
Education (IASE), we received up-to date quality materials from
universities and publishers. Over a hundred books with various titles,
and addressing various topics in inclusive education were donated.
IASE provided a grant of 1,000 US Dollars to purchase additional
books and meet the cost for shipping the books to Malawi. The
books have already been packaged and shipped to Malawi.

We are deeply grateful for these donations. Specifically we are
grateful to Dr. Iris Drower, the current IASE President and Ms. Mary
Gale Budzisz, the co-chair of the volunteer service projects, for
talking with publishers, sending out the requests for the book
donations, and facilitating logistics for sending the books to Malawi.
We are also thankful for the generous donations of professional
books received from the following publishers and universities: Love
Publishing, Corwin: a Sage Company, the Council for Exceptional
Children (CEC)/ Professional Development Services, Ashland
University, and the State University of New York af Oswego.

We are thankful to Professor Lynn Aylward from the University of
Acadia who spent two weeks in the month of April, 2014, in Mzuzu.
With her support, the initial proposal for the center was developed.

Establishing a center for Inclusive Education at the University will
enable collaborative, interdisciplinary research projects, strengthen
teacher education programs, and offer the possibility of further
community partnerships and outreach. The Mzuzu University Center
for Inclusive Education would engage in teaching, research and
programming that aim to address the multiple elements of inclusion
that contribute to inequity in Malawian society and the wider world.
