Where To Go To Meet New People

Take a foreign language class. 

Join an investment club.

Volunteer your time to Habitat for Humanity, the Red Cross, or other humanitarian effort. 

Have a party and tell your friends to all bring two people whom you do not know.

Go to an art show.

Seek out a small music concert.

Go to “Beginners Night” dance classes.

Take a computer skills class.

Go to a parade. 

Volunteer to help for a local cycling or running club.
Start playing a sport.

Take a yoga or Tai Chi class.

Join a local business association.

Get involved in local politics.

Join a Bible study class.

Learn a craft and take a class at a community center.

Go to your high school reunion.

Go to a seminar. You will meet people with whom you already have things in common – a career field.

Take an acting workshop. 

Take your dog to the dog park.

Join the gym.

Volunteer at a local acting studio. If you don’t like to act, you can help with stage setup or with the costumes.

Take a last-minute vacation. 

Have a garage sale and try to start a conversation with the people who come to it.

Attend a web page construction class.

Go to church. If you already go to church, try a different church once a month. 
Go to a poem reading at a local coffee shop.

Take a photography class.

Enroll in a rock-climbing gym.

Take a swimming class.

Organize a fund raiser for a local charity.

Join a book club.

Enroll your dog in obedience classes.
Go to a different Sunday School class than you usually attend.

Volunteer to take tickets or give tours at a local museum.

Eat dinner at a small, local restaurant during the week, when it will not be crowded.

Look on Groupon for interesting (and cheap) activities.

Go to a football party.

Sign up for an art class.

Instead of sitting at home on your sofa, go out on Saturday morning to a coffee shop and sit on the sofa there.

Go to a flea market.

At a park on a summer’s day, just hang out and read.

Attend a cooking class.

Go to the Farmer’s Market.
Attend a wine tasting class at a local brewery or café.

Go to opening night of a movie you are interested in.

Volunteer to pass out flyers or work the phone bank in a political campaign.

Attend the opening night party of a play or art show.
