She completed her Agribusiness Diploma in 2009 after high 
school, and has since worked in the agronomy, retail, production insurance and management sectors of 
the industry. Clare continues working in ag. and writes as a hobby. In late 2018 Clare wrote Pearl Loves 
Her Name and decided she would like to publish it in early 2019. Her daughters Oksana (6) and Quinn
