B. A Note to the Wrestling Families:   
 

Erie is very excited to host this year’s PJW State Championship and we are all working hard to 

make this experience a memorable one for the wrestlers and their families.  Hopefully, you will 

find Erie a very hospitable and friendly city with plenty of accommodations and things to do.   

 

C. Tournament Location:   
 

The 2016 PJW State Championship tournament will be held at the Erie Insurance Arena located 

at 809 French Street in Erie PA.

D. Schedule: The tournament will consist of 3 sessions. 
 

Session I:   Friday, April 1st at 9:00AM  (doors open at 8:00AM) 

Session II:   Saturday, April 2nd  at 9:00AM  (doors open at 8:00AM) 

Session III:   Saturday, April 2nd at 4:00PM  (doors open at 3:00PM)

E. General Admissions Costs:   
 

$25.00 Adult both days  $15.00 Adult one day only 

  $15.00 Student both days  $10.00 Student one day only 

  

Tickets and programs may be purchased during weigh-ins at the Millcreek Mall on Thursday 

evening or at the Erie Insurance Arena box offices on Friday or Saturday.  

 

F. Weigh-ins:   
 

Weigh-ins will be conducted at the Millcreek Mall on Thursday, March 31st, 4PM - 8PM only.  

 

 At weigh-ins each wrestler will be given a weigh-in packet which will contain a single 

coach’s band and 2016 PJW memento along with other information. 

 If additional coach’s bands are needed, please ask your Area Chairman. 



 There will be no weigh-ins on Friday April 1st.    

 There is no weight allowance and the decision of weigh-in officials is final.   

 There will be a physician at weigh-ins to review any skin issues.   

 In the event that you have a pre-existing skin issue, you must have with you a completed 

PJW Skin form signed by a qualified Physician before you can get weighed in. 

 In the event that you have a skin issue and either you do not have a PJW skin form or 

your PJW skin form is aged then the onsite physician’s determination is final.

G. Apparel:   
 

Tournament apparel will be sold during weigh-ins at the Millcreek Mall as well as at the Erie 

Insurance Arena during the tournament. 

 

H. Locker Facilities:   
 

Locker facilities are plentiful at the Erie Insurance Arena. There will be specific locker rooms 

available for wrestlers to change and shower in, and will have signs identifying them. These 

locker rooms will be closely monitored by the tournament security staff, and no misconduct or 

vandalism will be permitted. Personal items should not be left in the locker rooms. Area VIII, 

Erie Insurance Arena, or the Pennsylvania Junior Wrestling Committee will not be responsible 

for lost or stolen items from these facilities. 

 

I. Concessions:    
 

The Arena concessions will be operating throughout the tournament for spectator convenience.  

The concessions are operated solely by the Erie Insurance Arena and PJW or Area VIII is in no 

way affiliated with these concessions.  This year, the Arena will be offering a breakfast and 

lunch buffet on Friday as well as a breakfast buffet on Saturday on the luxury club floor in the 

arena. Cost of all buffets are $13 for adults and $10 for children under 10 years of age. In 

addition discounted buffet tickets will be sold at weigh-ins on Thursday night. 

 

You are not permitted to bring food or drinks into the arena from the outside.  

 

J. Parking:   
 

Information regarding Event parking can be found at the end of this document along with a map 

identifying parking locations. 

 

K. General Information: 

 

 Medals will be awarded to the top 8 place finishers. 

 Wrestling will begin promptly at 9:00AM each day of the event.  

 Wrestlers will begin being called to the staging area at approximately 8:45AM. 

 All rounds will begin with the 8 & Under Division. 

 Please do not go to warm up / staging area prior to being called on the PA system. 

 Access to the Arena floor is restricted to wrestlers and properly wrist banded coaches.  

 Only 2 coaches per wrestler will be allowed to enter the Arena floor.  



 Coaches wrist bands are for access to the arena floor through staging only and not valid 

for admission to the event. 

 Hats are not permitted on the Arena floor. 

 PJW and PIAA Rules will be strictly enforced. 

 Wrestlers, Coaches, Parents and Spectators are expected to demonstrate good 

sportsmanship and conduct on and off the mats. Unsportsmanlike conduct will be 

penalized. Misconduct in any form, including destroying or defacing Erie Insurance 

Arena facilities, Hotels, Motels, Restaurants, etc. will result in eviction and prosecution. 

 Erie Insurance Arena will remove any noise makers, laser pointers, or weapons at the 

entrance. 

 The use of cameras, video recorders, camera phones, etc is prohibited on the arena floor. 

All photos and recording must be from the spectator seating area. Violators will be 

escorted from the venue and coaches wristband removed for the remainder of the event. 

 No outside food or drinks are permitted by the Erie Insurance Arena to be brought into 

the Arena and/or Tournament.  

 

L. Detailed Wrestling Schedule: There will be 10 rounds of wrestling. Round times are estimated and 

wrestlers should be ready at least 1 hour prior to estimated start time.

Erie Insurance Arena Event Parking 
 

Tournament organizers are working with the Erie Parking Authority and EMTA to address 

parking issues that will be encountered on Friday, April 1st due to normal work day parking.  

The first and most convenient option for parking on Friday is the Bayfront Convention Center 

“Park and Ride” – this is free parking and shuttle service. The convention center is located at 1 

Sassafras Pier, Erie, PA 16507.  Shuttles will run in a 30-minute loop (approximate) starting at 

7:30AM until 10:30 AM in the morning. The shuttle will resume at 2:30PM until 7:30PM (last 

depart time from Erie Insurance Arena will be 7PM). The shuttle will take you directly to the 

Erie Insurance Arena. Additional Friday parking options are listed below. These will be limited 

and based on availability. Saturday parking will be free and plentiful so the park and ride will not 

be available. 

 

Friday (4/1/16) 

 

1. 300 spaces at the Convention Center Park and Ride lot (Parking and shuttle are FREE) at 

1 Sassafras Pier, Erie, PA 16507 

2. 200 spaces at Garage E (10th and French St.): Hourly rate parking, maximum fee $10 

3. 100 spaces at Garage D (West 9th Street garage, entrance on West 9th Street between 

Peach and Sassafras Streets): $5 All Day Parking – must tell cashier at exit that they are 

with wrestling to receive the $5 rate 

4. 100 spaces at Garage Q (8th and Peach St.): $5 All Day Parking – must tell cashier at exit 

that they are with wrestling to receive the $5 rate 

5. Downtown street parking spaces and small lots are available 

PLEASE NOTE: 

The Erie Insurance parking garage, located next to the Erie Insurance Arena, and the Erie 

Parking Authority garage at 8th and French are NOT available for Friday parking. 

 

Saturday (4/2/16) 

 

1. Shuttle service is not available or necessary on Saturday 

2. 1,000 spaces at Erie Insurance parking garage (next to Erie Insurance Arena): Free 

3. 310 spaces at Garage B (8th and French St.): Free 

4. 496 spaces at Garage E (10th and French St.): Free 

5. 563 spaces at Garage D (West 9th Street garage, entrance on West 9th between Peach and 

Sassafras Streets): Free 

6. 521 spaces at Garage Q (8th and Peach St.): Free

Weigh-ins Location: 

 Take Interstate 79 North to the Kearsarge exit;  

 Turn right at the stop light at the exit.   

 Go to the second stop light and turn to the left, the mall will be in front of you.   

 Go to the left side of the mall (where the red arrow is below) and park and enter the mall at 
the entrance between the Primanti Bros and Mad Mex restaurants.
