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SSC announces field trip to Keewaydin Island| Date: Tuesday, Jan. 24, 2023

Keewadyin Island is a barrier island located within the Rockery Bay National Estuarine Reserve. It is bordered
by an inland waterway 1o the east and the Gulf of Mexico to the west. The Island is currently 15% privately
owned and B5% public lands The island is only accessible by boat - there are no cars, bridges, or raads which
keep the beaches, waters, and land primitive. A vanety of wildlife a1 able to reproduce and occupy the sland
such as white-tailed deer, wild boar, sea turties, birds, seashells, crabs, wild plants, and grasses. In order to
keep this land pratine, there are numerous conservatory efforts ongoing so it ia important that visitors treat
and respect the island as they would their own. It is crucial that all garbage and waste is taken off the island
with you. Do not take any live seashelis and do not cut or pull out any vegetation. Summertime is turtle
nesting season, please make sure you stay on the designated paths and do not disturb or touch any of the
nesis.

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Honeymoon Island is a barrier island just north of Caladesi lsland
in Dunedin. It is joimed to the mainland by a causeway and has
been a state park since 1981, This largely undeveloped island is
home 1o endangered species of planes, as well as many kinds of
birds. Rattlesnakes have been found o inhabit the intenor
Ofshore, seagrass beds provide shelter Ffor many kinds o
muollusks and other sea life, which frequently wash ashore.

Options

* There are miles of beach to explore, including sandy strevches,
as well as stony parches and areas studded with sharp spikes. 1f
you enter these areas make sure you have appropriate footwear
and use extreme caution to avoid injury.
