TITRATION PROCEDURE:

1. Pipette 10 mls. of Ambex 901 solution into 250 ml. Erlenmeyer flask.

2. Add 100 mls. of water and 4 to 5 drops Phenolphthalein indicator.

3. Titrate with 0.5 N Hydrochloric Acid until the solution turns to a clear end point.

4. Record mls. of 0.5 N Hydrochloric Acid used.
