Motion by Einspahr, seconded by Orcutt to proceed with Verizon’s NASPO ValuePoint Implementation and update the clerk’s and utility supervisor’s cellphones. Price of phones is at the discretion of the clerk. Voting Aye: Eddy, Einspahr, Hammond, Orcutt and Valentine.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.

Motion by Valentine, Seconded by Orcutt to match Alma’s Ambulance pricing. Voting Aye: Eddy, Einspahr, Hammond, Orcutt and Valentine.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried. Utility Supervisor discussed Adam Cooks Modular Home. The move-in date was pushed up. Cook can proceed with the move in, but a building permit will have to be placed on the April meeting agenda.
