HOF 2010 Inductees: Bruce Johnson 

     Bruce Johnson was a decent high school athlete at Oxnard where he lettered in baseball and track, clocking 10-flat in the 100 and 21.2 in the 220, but it’s his contribution to athletics in Castro Valley that make him a Hall of Famer.
     When Johnson took over as athletic director of Redwood Christian School in 1974, the school was just four years old, went only up through the 10th grade and the only sports offered were soccer, basketball and track for boys, and volleyball, basketball and track for girls.
     Soon after Johnson arrived the school was offering junior varsity teams in basketball for boys and girls, JV volleyball for girls, JV soccer for boys, plus boys and girls tennis, boys and girls cross country, boys baseball, and later added girls soccer and boys volleyball. 
     Bruce personally coached many of those teams – up to five teams in three sports a year -- and saw to it that RCS joined the Central Coast Section of the California Interscholastic Federation.
     “I’m very blessed and thankful to my Lord and Savior for allowing me to come to RCS and still be here 36 years later,” said Johnson, who has been superintendent at Redwood Christian since 1986. 
     In 1975, Johnson started the Redwood Christian Invitational Basketball Tournament and it’s still going 35 years later, one of the longest running high school tournaments in the state. RCS also has run numerous summer sports camps that are open to all youngsters.
     Bruce and his wife, Linda, have been married 40 years and have lived in Castro Valley most of that time. They have a son, a daughter and five grandchildren.
