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Day 9:  Review - What are Four Major kinds of Love?   

Christians realize there are four major Greek words for the word, “LOVE.”   

These Greek Words, with their English definitions are: 

1)  Eros = physical, sensual love between husband and wife; 

2)  Philia = brotherly love; friendship; 

3)  Storge = family love (the bond among mothers, fathers, sisters, brothers; 

4)  Agape = selfless, sacrificial, unconditional love, as only GOD could   

    demonstrate,  as in St. John 3:16.  “Agape” is the highest of the  

   Four Kinds of LOVE. 

 

       In every instance in this study, we - as Christians – shall  use the 

definition “AGAPE,” meaning “God Love.” (Again, “Agape” 

denotes the Love of GOD for humankind in that through 

HIS dying on the Cross,  HE freely gave HIS life for 

mankind so that we might have a right to the “Tree of 

Life” [Eternal Life].)                        

       Now we know- that as Christians - we must realize that much time in 

February should be “topped with ‘AGAPE’/(LoVE  for  GOD)” – with 

“giving” HIM  Gifts of Love, as 

1)  Times of Special Prayer; 

2)  Times of Fasting; 

3)  Times of Worship; 

4)  Times of Concentration; and   

5)  Times for Reading and Meditating on Selected Holy Scriptures, as
