Welcome to “Scotch Whisky Uncovered 5” – the fifth in a regular series of scotch whisky “facts & tips” e-mails initiated in response to the significant demand for ongoing scotch whisky information that I have received via the websites www.scotchwhisky.net and www.scotchwhiskyresources.com
I promised in the last edition of “Scotch Whisky Uncovered” to cover the Scotch Whisky regions in “Scotch Whisky Uncovered 5.” I apologise if this seems a little obvious to those of you who live in Scotland or are already very familiar with the Scotch Whisky world, but here goes …. 
“Scotch Whisky Uncovered” #5 – Scotch Whisky Producing Regions
Malt whisky from scotch whisky distilleries can be grouped, or designated, in many different ways but a commonly used method is to group whiskies by the region of Scotland that they originate from. Slightly different regional definitions are designated by different people, but they tend to focus on the following six – Speyside, Highland, Lowland, Campbeltown, Island, Islay. 
Speyside : Speyside is the region in the North of Scotland which typically encompasses the Spey valley and is centred around the river Spey. This is the region of Scotland which has the largest concentration of working distilleries, perhaps the most well known being Glenfiddich, Glenlivet and Macallan. 
Highland : The Highland region is the largest geographic region and so contains one of the largest variations of whisky types within a region. It represents the area which covers an imaginary line on the mainland stretching from north of Glasgow on the west coast to north of Edinburgh on the east coast (excluding the Speyside region above – although it should be noted that some single malts from the Speyside area are labelled as “ Highland” malts. (Speyside can essentially be viewed as a “subset” of the Highland region) Highland malts cover brands varying from Glengoyne and Edradour in the heart of Scotland up to Glenmorangie and Old Pulteney in the North. 
Lowland : In contrast to the Highland region, the Lowland region covers everything on the mainland south of the imaginary line from north of Edinburgh and Glasgow down to the border with England (apart from Campbeltown below). Very few lowland distilleries are still in operation. Those remaining include Auchentoshan near Glasgow, Glenkinchie near Edinburgh and Bladnoch down in the Borders. 
Campbeltown : Campbeltown is often defined as a separate region in its own right even though there are so few working distilleries left in the region. It has its own category because of the importance that this region once had in the history of the scotch whisky industry. It once rivalled Speyside as a whisky producing region and the eponomous loch (Scottish word for lake) in the area is even the subject of a traditional Scottish folk song related to whisky which is basically based on the premise “Campbeltown Loch I wish you were whisky then I would drink you dry!” The most famous whisky from the region is Springbank (one of my favourites!) which is an excellent single malt still manufactured by very traditional methods. It is one of the few distilleries, for example, which still employs traditional floor maltings. The Springbank single malt is not manufactured in large volumes and is highly regarded. 
Island : This category includes all distilleries which are situated on any one of the islands which surround Scotland to the North and West of the mainland apart from the island of Islay which has its own category (see below) Distilleries in this category include Highland Park (another of my favourites!) up on the island of Orkney - the most northerly Scottish distillery - and Talisker on Skye down to the Isle of Arran distillery in the South West. 
Islay : The island of Islay is a small island off the west coast of Scotland with a tiny population yet it contains 7 working distilleries producing some of the most revered single malts. (8 if include Kilchoman .) 
Single malts from Islay are typically, but not always, “heavily peated.” Smoky/peaty single malts from the island include Ardbeg, Lagavulin and Laphroig. Other peated whiskies from the island include Bowmore and Caol Ila while the “gentler” flavoured Islay malts include Bruichladdich and the wonderfully named Bunnahabhain.

- Dinner invitations will be sent out Sunday September 7th, 2008. Please respond to me. I will then acknowledge your request for a seat. Please understand that if you do not hear from me there is no guarantee that a seat will be held for you at the respective dinner. In such circumstances (e.g., computer glitches) please e-mail me again or call (613-634-0397).

- Accommodation at the dinner will be guaranteed for a member who responds by Sunday September 14th, 2008 midnight. Anyone who asks to cancel their reservation between Monday September 15th, 2008 midnight and Monday September 22nd, 2008 will be expected to pay for the dinner and scotch ($55). If a wait-listed member can replace the cancellation, then the member will not be asked to pay for their cancellation.

- Anyone who fails to attend the September 22nd, 2008 dinner without having cancelled and been successfully replaced will be expected to pay for the dinner and scotch ($55).

- If a member asks to be included at the dinner between Monday September 15th, 2008 and Monday September 22nd, 2008, your name will be accommodated on a first-come first-serve basis.
