He sought out his midfield cousin O’Neill who played a long ball into the right corner to the vigilant Sam Arkwright.   Sam passed to captain Andrew Buckley who quickly offloaded to Ben Murphy who buried a “well-struck-ball” to the visitors net. Even though this was Milltown’s opening score in the second half, that passage of play had the effect of lifting Milltown and making the task that much more difficult for Ballykelly. Two minutes later Aaron Walker rattled the net again with an exquisite shot to put Milltown 2-12 to 7 points and one foot in the final.
