DAY 2: MAY 5, 2022

night every night. Stroll between snail vendors, soothsayers, 
acrobats and conjurers, musicians and slapstick acting troupes 
to discover the old city’s frenetic pulse. Next, visit the Koutoubia 
Minaret, Bahia Palace, and the Saadian Tombs. Later visit of the 
Souks sources of temptations, regrouping different works and 
business: Cabinetmakers, ironware merchants, boiler makers. 
Then the visit continues to the famous Jamâa El fna square 
known to be a place of public execution until last century. Today 
it provides constant ever changing entertainment, which is 
more alive in the sunset and continues late in the night. The 
square is centre for public meetings and even riots, where story 
tellers, snake charmers, acrobats, folkloric bands, etc. Return to 
hotel for evening at leisure. 

DAY 3: MAY 6, 2022  
DAY TOUR TO OURIKA VALLEY & BERBER VILLAGE  (B/L)
This morning you will be met at your hotel and transferred to 
Ourika Valley.
Morocco’s Ourika valley and its seven waterfalls sit just south of 
Marrakech in the foothills of the High Atlas Mountains. With this 
tour, enjoy a day away from the hustle and bustle of the city and 
see, smell, and shop for essential oils and medicinal plants at the 
Aromatic Garden, visit a traditional Berber home, and hike to 
Ourika’s waterfalls for a refreshing swim. Enjoy a Berber lunch at 
a local restaurant. Drive back to Marrakech 

DAY 4: MAY 7, 2022  
MARRAKECH - IFRANE - FES   (B/D)
Breakfast at the hotel check out and transfer to Ifrane passing 
via Beni Mellal, Khenifra, Mrirt and Azrou, one of the most 
spectacular roads in Morocco. In Beni Mellal, don’t miss the 
opportunity to taste one of the best meals (Tajines) in the 
region. Continue to Ifrane, Nicknamed “Morocco’s Switzerland,” 
Ifrane is a charming ski town populated by European-style 
chalets. Continue onward to Fez, check-in to the hotel for 
dinner and overnight.
