Range Safety Rules
1. The Rangemaster has overall authority on the range.

3. Approved eye and ear protection.
4. Keep all firearms pointed in a safe direction. Keep your finger off the trigger until your sights are on your target.
5. Never point you’re a firearm at any thing or person that you are not willing to kill or destroy. 
6. Obey all Range commands and instructions. 
7. Never leave the firing line unless instructed to do so by the rangemaster. 
8. In the event of a weapons malfunction and you are not able to clear it yourself, raise your non shooting hand, keep your weapon pointed down range and wait for instructions.
9. In the event of an Emergency Call 911 and report a “Training accident”.
