Nominations can be made by any member in good financial standing with the alumni association.
This in no way prohibits a person or persons from conversing with or suggesting to an eligible
association member a candidate or candidates who may qualify for nomination.

Selection Process

The Hall of Fame Committee, supplemented by two association members (one Program Committee
member and one officer), a community individual, and a local senior high school student, will make
the selections.

Approval

The names of the selectees will be presented to and approved by the association’s Board of
Directors.
