The first day of spring is widely asso- DF S 'Ai n
ciated with a spirit of re_}uvenatlon But PW\RCH 1ﬁ
flowering plants and warming temperatures
are not the only reasons to celebrate the arrival of the spring
equinox. According to the National Weather Service, the
spring equinox, together with the autumnal equinox, is one of
only two times of the year when Earth’s axis is tilted neither
toward nor away from the sun. This results in a near-equal
amount of daylight and darkness at all latitudes. The NWS
notes that the nearly equal hours of day and night results

from a refraction of sunlight, or a bending of the light’s rays
that causes the sun to appear above
