Independently ridden. Caller as above.
CLASS 4a (Junior)
Visually Impaired. With leader and one side walker.
CLASS 4b (Senior)
Visually Impaired. With leader and one side walker.

CLASS 5a (Junior)
Visually Impaired. With one helper, EITHER leader or side walker.

CLASS 5b (Senior)
Visually Impaired. With one helper, EITHER leader or side walker.

CLASS 6a (Junior)
Visually Impaired. Independently ridden. Caller as above.
CLASS 6b (Senior)
Visually Impaired. Independently ridden. Caller as above.

CLASS 7   
CLEAR ROUND for any rider. All riders will receive a rosette. Please use this class if you do not intend to go to the championships. Entry fee £10

Junior riders – Riders may compete as Juniors until the end of the year in which they reach the age of 16.
