The weather is still absolutely rubbish at the moment so it’s very important that the children come with warm clothing/wellies/waterproofs as we have lots of outdoor groups and activities that we go to. If you would like to leave spare wellies/waterproofs here with us then that’s fine. With that thought in mind……………spare clothes. Our supplies of spare clothes have dwindled significantly, if we send your child home in some of our clothes we would really appreciate them back and also if you are having a clear out we are in particular need of trousers/leggings for boys and girls.

Please could we ask that everyone sticks to the agreed drop off and collection times. We’ve had a few occasions recently where we have either been late for activities/groups or on two occasions have actually been unable to attend due to late drop offs which can be very disappointing for the other children.
