Archaeology

from during three weeks of archaeological activities, all
supervised by professional archaeologists. Just come
along for one session and see how you get on.

Ideas include planting
additional trees to recreate
what was there 25 years ago, a row of trees, improve the
hedgerow on the other side of the path, install bird/bat
boxes and improve the diversity of wildflowers planting
for birds and insects.
