There are times when Terrance has to sleep in a gutter or on a bus bench all night wondering where his next meal will come from. 

 In his quest for truth and light, he recently found himself accused of a crime that he knows he did not commit.  He has been in jail for the past 2 weeks accused of breaking and entering.  

Terrance solemnly affirms that he had nothing to do with this crime nor had any knowledge of it.  Unfortunately, Terrace has a rap sheet which the authorities are not buying his story of innocence.  

One of his so called associates has identified Terrance as being an accomplice to the crime seeking a lesser sentence for implicating others who may have been involved.

Terrance has tried calling his mother on several occasions but she refuses to accept his call from jail. Her eyes began to brighten as Terrance continues his story about Joseph as she silently in her inner-spirit; shows gratitude for God’s extended mercy, grace and protection over her only son.

This very moment brings greater light to the bible verse found in John 3:16 about God’s only Son, Jesus.

As visiting hours vastly approach, the guard reminds her that they have only five minutes remaining.  Instantaneously, Terrance and his mother meth eye to eye with almost exact words, ‘let’s pray.’  A smile was immediately shared by not only Terrance and his Mom, but the girls as well.
His mother prayed first and Terrance volunteered to also say a prayer.  This again brought tears to his mother’s eyes but this time tears of joy because she had not heard her son pray since his was about seven years old.

As they prepared to leave, she told Terrance that she would get him a bible with his name imprinted on it.
