"Find us gasoline!”

"They took him, the lady and her sons, and almost burned him. If they got gas
they burned him. He was punched and kicked, the man was destroyed... and the
guys said: 'Find us gasoline!"

A cry for vengeance as the way of getting "justice." Lynching. That's what
happens in some corners of the country, where the lack of true justice and a
working judicial system can transform the everyday citizen into a criminal, and
his rage into thirst for blood and ashes.
