Dance Attire: 

 
 Leotards and Tights with a skirt or shorts 

over are the preferred dance attire for all 
DANCE classes. 

 Leggings and tank tops or fitted tees are also 
allowed for dance or tumble. 

 Little Dancers can wear fun tutus and skirts  

 Hair MUST be pulled up in a ponytail or bun.  
If hair is short, pull the front out of the face.  If 
the dancer doesn’t have their hair up, they will 
be given a hair tie once entering class.
