Geri Fuhrmann, PsyD is a licensed clinical psychologist who specializes in child forensic and pediatric psychology. Currently, she is the Manager of Juvenile Forensic Services for the Department of Mental Health for the Commonwealth of Massachusetts. In this position, she oversees the Juvenile Court Clinics that provide forensic mental health evaluations and related therapeutic services for children and adolescents involved in juvenile courts. In addition, under the Assistant Commissioner of Forensic Mental Health, she is part of the senior management team for forensic mental health issues in the state. For 27 years, until 2012, Dr. Fuhrmann was Director of Child and Family Forensic Center and a member of the Child Psychiatry Consultation/liaison Service at the University of Massachusetts Medical Center where she retains a faculty appointment as Clinical Professor of Psychiatry and Pediatrics. She has extensive experience in child custody evaluations and consultation in cases involving high conflict divorce. Her interests have focused on child forensic psychology, pediatric psychology consultation, and practice improvement in court-related services. 
 Dr. Fuhrmann is co-author of Evaluation of Child Custody (2012), part of the Best Practices in Forensic Mental Health Assessment series published by Oxford University Press. She is also co-author of chapters on child custody evaluations in Forensic Assessments in Criminal and Civil Law: a Handbook for Lawyers (2013) and Learning Forensic Assessment (in preparation). Additional publications in peer-reviewed journals focus on best practices in child custody and domestic violence sensitivity in parent education. Dr. Fuhrmann is the co-developer of Parents Apart®, a widely-taught parent education program for separating parents. Dr. Fuhrmann is the recipient of several teaching and public service awards including the Manual Carballo Governor’s Award for Excellence in Public Service (Massachusetts). She also serves on several state-wide committees that advise program development and policy affecting court-involved youth. She obtained a bachelor’s degree in child development from Tufts University and a doctoral degree in psychology from the University of Denver. Dr. Fuhrmann completed a predoctoral internship at Baylor College of Medicine in Houston.
