Without 
this infilling of His Spirit our intuition has no control over our fleshly desires and we sin continuously. We all 
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have intuition available to us but too often don't take heed. That intuition shows us which way to go and how to 
get there but our soulish desires interfere because we are naturally lead by our five senses, our flesh.

	 Truly spiritual Believers are not to allow their soul to lead them, even though the soul is very capable of 
manifesting emotions, thoughts, ideas, etc. There is knowledge available through the soul, its latent power is 
incredible, but it is NOT the SOUL that Yah told us to be lead by.
