Salmon River Watershed Partnership
Meeting Minutes, June 15, 2022, ZOOM Meeting
1. Call to Order: Meeting was called to order at 7:10pm.  Attendees included: Peter Hughes (7:20pm), Tess Lundgren, Bernie Gillis, Chris Frey, Eric Thomas, Jon Kozak (guest) and Pat Young (Watershed Coordinator) 
2. Administration 
a. Minutes: Motion by C. Frey to approve 4-20-22 minutes, seconded by B. Gillis-unanimous
b. Budget, Expenses and Contributions: P. Young reviewed expenses to date and town contributions
c. Updates on Long-Term Vision Progress: P. Young and P. Hughes reviewed progress of Long-Term Visioning project. Horsley-Witten will be summarizing the last public session and sending for review and then will be working on the final report recommendations.
d. Summer Interns: P. Young reviewed the proposed collaborative project for summer interns working with Three Rivers Community College.  They have a grant that will allow cost sharing. She anticipates that SRWP will have two students to assist with field work-one day a week in the summer.
3. Partner updates:
a. Marlborough: P. Hughes spoke about the new ADA accessible pollinator garden at the town lake park and some town drainage projects. There was further discussion about initiatives of using highway ROWs for native pollinator plants.
b. East Haddam: Nothing new to report
c. Hebron: C. Frey mentioned a town volunteer that is mapping all the trails in the town.  It will be an interactive map. Website: www.HebronTrails.com
d. Lebanon: Nothing new to report. 
e. CT DEEP: E. Thomas noted that the Open Space grant awards were announced. The Town of East Haddam received one---but its not in the Salmon River Watershed. He reported that 7.5 million was awarded which will result in preservation of over 1000 acres in the state. The next grant round has a deadline of September 30.  He noted the draft biennial Integrated Water Quality Report was out for comment.
4. SRWP project/activity update
a. Annual Newsletter: P. Young reported that this was completed and she had some copies printed if anyone would like a few for their boards.
b. Monitoring Projects

i. Summer Baseline Stream Monitoring: P. Young noted that this will begin at the end of June and she has a number of community members that will be participating.
ii. Temperature Loggers: The ten temperature loggers are all out.  Thanks to P. Gaudreau and B. Gillis for assisting with field work.
iii. Conductivity Loggers: Eight of the ten conductivity loggers were recovered, downloaded and relaunched in the spring.  Thanks to C. Frey and GZA volunteers for assistance.
c. Outreach & Ed

i. Past Events

1. Trout Unlimited Riparian Planting: P. Young reported that this project went really well with over 30 volunteers, including several SRWP board members participating.
2. CT River Conservancy “Where in the Watershed” program: P. Young noted that Jon Kozak, attending the meeting as a guest, had been the one who had done the video for the CT River Conservancy and had offered to clip out the Salmon River section.
3. Haddam Ag Day: P. Young reported that although she wasn’t able to make this event, SRWP was represented.

iii. Watershed Management Plan: As noted in the Horsley-Witten visioning sessions, a watershed management plan should be a high priority.  SRWP should keep an eye out for possible funding.
