3. Define Preaching- From the Greek word Euaggalizo (yoo-ang-ghel-id-zo), meaning to announce good news.  Preaching is to proclaim the good news of the Gospel of Jesus Christ.
4. What is the purpose of licensing- To show the believers willingness and capability to perform the tasks associate with the preaching/teaching ministry.
5. What is the purpose of ordination- To show the ministers preparedness after being observed and examined by the church and the appointing of him/her to their Biblical station.

6. Define Church- From the Greek word Ekklesia (ec-la-see-ya) a group of believers coming together for worship in an assembly atmosphere.

7. What is the purpose of “The Church”? The purpose of the church is to create disciples.  Each member is to be matured into a profitable believer that they may actively engage in the maturity process of another, ultimately glorifying God.  Matt. 28:19-20, Eph. 4:11-15

8. How does one become a member of a church body? 

1. Openly confess Christ as Savior


2. Water Baptism or Christian Experience


3. Receiving the right hand of fellowship

9. How may one be dismissed from a church body?

1. By Letter- The transferring from one church body to another

2. by exclusion- When the church in exercise of its lawful authority and
discipline, withdraws fellowship from one proven to be an unworthy member


3. By death
10. What are the Biblical officers of the church?
Ministers (Apostles, Prophets, Evangelists, Pastors, Teachers, Elders) and Deacons

11. What are the qualifications for these areas of service?

Bishop (Minister)

Blameless, husband of one wife, vigilant, sober, good behavior, given to hospitality, apt to teach, not given to wine, no striker, not greedy of filthy luchre, patient, not a brawler, not covetous, one that rules their own house well

Deacon

Grave, not double tongued, not given to much wine, not greedy of filthy luchre, husband of one wife, ruling their children and own house well.

12. What are the Biblical ordinances of the church? Baptism from the Greek word Baptiso (meaning to be immersed in water) and The Lord’s Supper

13. How is the church to obtain finances to accomplish it’s mission?  Tithes and Offering

14. What is a denomination? Divisions of churches based upon slight differences in doctrine.

15.  What is the Bible? - The innerant, infallible word of God, penned by the people of God under the direction of the Holy Spirit.

16. Who wrote the Bible?- God Himself wrote the Bible 2 Timothy 3:16
17. Who is Jesus Christ? The second person of the Trinity, commonly known as the savior.  The person of God who came down to Earth in a human body to be the propitiation for our sins and will return to take us away on the day of rapture.
18.  What is salvation? - The spiritual and eternal deliverance granted immediately by God to those who accept His conditions of repentance and faith in Jesus and confess Him as Lord.

19. Define conversion- The moment in which God changes the heart of man and allows them to accept the truth of the Gospel, the turning of a sinner to God.
20. Define regeneration- This word literally means a "new birth, it consists of the implanting of a new principle or disposition in the soul.   

21. Define imputation- Designates any action or word or thing as reckoned to a person. i.e. the sin of Adam is imputed to all his descendants and they are dealt with therefore as guilty.  The righteousness of Christ is imputed to them that believe in him and our sins are imputed to Christ, (Rom. 5:12-19; comp. Philemon 1:18, 19).

22. Define justification- It is the judicial act of God, by which He pardons all the sins of those who believe in Christ, and accounts, accepts, and treats them as righteous in the eye of the law. Justification declares that all the claims of the law are satisfied in respect of the justified (Rom. 5:1-10).

23. Define Propitiation- (propitiate) –to appease.  It is the idea of Jesus being the only worthy substitute for us in order to appease the wrath of God.
24. Define Sanctification- It is the work of the Holy Spirit bringing the whole nature more and more under the influences of the new gracious principles implanted in the soul in regeneration.

25. Define Redemption- the purchase back of something that had been lost, by the payment of a ransom.  The debt against us is not viewed as simply cancelled, but is fully paid. Christ's blood or life, which he surrendered for them, is the "ransom" by which the deliverance of his people from the servitude of sin and from its penal consequences is secured.
