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To Camp Staff:

Thank you for giving a week of your summer to serve the Lord through inner-city children.  We are excited about this year’s camp and believe your contribution will add to the success.

Camp Staff who will serve as counselors need to arrive at the camp around 9pm on Sunday, July 22nd. Other camp staff are asked to arrive by 12:00 noon on Monday, July 23rd. All staff are asked to remain till 11:00 am on Friday morning, July 27th  (please inform me of any special circumstances by the beginning of camp).

Remember not to bring any items which might concern you if lost or stolen (if it has great value to you, my suggestion is to leave it at home). Also, I would suggest locking your wallets or purses in a vehicle during the camp.

What to bring to Camp Wetoga:

A Bible

A flashlight

A sleeping bag (or bed linens) Don’t forget your pillow!

Toiletries (Soap, shampoo, toothpaste, tooth brush, deodorant, etc.)

Bath Towels and wash clothes (Flip flops are encouraged for the bath house)

One piece bathing suit (and sun screen)

Clothing for 5 days and 4 nights (shorts and t-shirts okay but you might add a sweat shirt for a cool night)

Rain Gear (Yes! It is possible) 

A fan with an extension cord

Counselor Procedures

Read these instructions each day at Camp:

Counselors are responsible for their campers throughout the entirety of camp. The counselor is asked to be a big brother/ big sister with the camper. This relationship will allow the camper to observe a structured life whereas their lives in the inner-city are often unstructured and chaotic. Therefore, counselors are asked to be with your camper for 20 hours per day. There will be break times during Bible class and often at the end of the day. If more is needed, please speak with your Head Cabin Counselor.

Counselors are asked not to carry campers or allow campers to sit in their laps. The counselor is asked to be sensitive to other ways the campers may see favoritism of a counselor beyond the intended big brother/ big sister relationship desired.

“Dating” counselors are asked to refrain from prolonged hugs, physical contact, etc.

Early in the camp the counselor needs to establish the ground rules for the relationship of the counselor with the camper. Counselors are asked to be careful how they discipline the camper. If the counselor resorts to yelling, threatening, or physically restraining a camper, the counselor needs to realize the camper is usually in control of the situation. In most of the before mentioned incidents, the counselor will be experiencing the rules of inner-city lifestyle. The goal of the counselor is to deal with the camper by challenging him / her toward dignity, respect, and self-discipline. Additionally, the camper needs to be challenged to stay with the counselor. Counselors are to not allow themselves to “run down” the camper.   

All counselors and campers are asked to stay in visibly open areas to remain “above reproach” in cases of discipline or accusation. Counselors should avoid being totally alone with the camper or another counselor. Remember to inform the Head Cabin Counselor or Head Counselors when it is necessary to be away from the group activities.

Remember when in doubt …ask your Head Cabin Counselor.
