The Readings of this Sunday continue on the topic of prayer. Because prayer is like a machine that has several parts that need to work together 
in order to achieve its end. The first reading reminds us that not only because we say things to God our prayer is reaching Heaven. Only the pray-
er of the humble pierces the Heaven and arrive to God. That should question our prayer life; are our prayers reaching Heaven or not?

To have discov-
er that we are all in need of the salvation that Christ brings. So let us remember this as we pray.
