› wrath

› strife

› seditions

› heresies 

› envyings

› murders 

› drunkenness

› revellings, and such like: 

› OF THE WHICH I TELL YOU BEFORE, AS I HAVE ALSO TOLD YOU IN TIME PAST, THAT THEY 
WHICH DO SUCH THINGS SHALL NOT INHERIT THE KINGDOM OF GOD.”



The devil disguises and changes the words mentioned in Galatians 
5:19-21 to trick people into committing sinful acts. 

 SATAN SUGAR COATS EVIL TO MAKE IT SEEM OKAY AND TO MAKE SIN 
EASIER TO COMMIT.  

 SATAN WILL SAY OR DO WHATEVER IT TAKES TO GET PEOPLE TO BREAK 
GOD’S COMMANDMENTS. 

› Satan will say: Oh, you’re not committing adultery, you’re just having 
a little affair.  BUT GOD SAID: “THOU SHALT NOT COMMIT ADULTERY.”

› Satan will say: Your not committing idolatry, you’re just taking out 
time to admire your gold, riches and possessions. BUT GOD SAYS: 
“THOU SHALT HAVE NO OTHER GODS BEFORE ME.”

› Satan will say: Oh, you’re not guilty of hatred, you’re just a little 
prejudiced or it’s just a little racist.  BUT JESUS SAYS: “THOU SHALT LOVE 
THY NEIGHBOR AS THY SELF.”



Satan will try to convince you that God has left you to fight the battle 

alone. Always remember one very important fact: “GOD WILL NEVER 

EVER ABANDON HIS CHILDREN.”

 Psalm 18:2-3 says: “THE LORD IS MY ROCK, AND MY FORTRESS, AND MY 

DELIVERER; MY GOD, MY STRENGTH, IN WHOM I WILL TRUST; MY BUCKLER, 

AND THE HORN OF MY SALVATION, AND MY HIGH TOWER. I WILL CALL 

UPON THE LORD, WHO IS WORTHY TO BE PRAISED:  SO SHALL I BE SAVED 

FROM MINE ENEMIES.”

 2 Chronicles 20:15 reads; “THUS SAYS THE LORD TO YOU: 'DO NOT BE 

AFRAID NOR DISMAYED BECAUSE OF THIS GREAT MULTITUDE, FOR THE 

BATTLE IS NOT YOURS, BUT GOD'S.”

And take the helmet of salvation, 

And the sword of the spirit, which is the word of God: 

Praying always with all prayer and supplication in the spirit, and 

Watching thereunto with all perseverance and supplication for all 

saints.”
