Board explained that it is against Regulations (Sec. 131) to live in an RV unless in an RV park and that there is no ground in town that will work for a RV Park.

Street proposal was reviewed. Wait to see other options. Will look into patching the streets ourselves. Due to the Corona Virus, Playground is still closed until further notice. Discussion was held in regards to the RV Park grants. Will wait on any decisions for now. Discussion was held in regards to selling Marvin Reeder a portion of property located behind his house. Clerk will send Reeder letter saying we cannot sell to him due to the property being on a game and parks grant. Two bids were received for the vacant lot on West Ave. Board of Trustees would like to see exact building/house plans from each bidder. Clerk will contact both parties. Discussion was held in regards to the fire pit ordinance. Clerk will ask attorney to amend the fine on the ordinance to $100 first offense, $250 second offense, $500 third offense, and $1000 for every offense after. Fire Chief will issue warning to offenders and hand them a copy of the ordinance.
Motion by Einspahr, seconded by Valentine to adjourn at 6:52 p.m.
