Larry Steele with Miller & Associates was present for the One and Six Year Street Improvement hearing. At this time, both one and six year plan is maintenance only.  The village will receive approximately $32,634.00 in highway allocation/incentive funds from the state.  Questions were raised regarding the cost of paving streets. Since the Village is Low to Moderate income, the village is eligible for a grant to help with street paving. Village would have to pay 25% of the cost. Motion by Einspahr, Seconded by Valentine to pass Resolution 110419-1, certifying Reed Miller, License Number S-514, as the village of Republican City’s City Street Superintendent & for January 1, 2020-December 31, 2020. Jolene Ritterbush from South Central Sanitation held a discussion about getting an automated side load truck. The pickup date will be changed from Monday to Tuesday starting December 3rd, 2019. They will send out letters by December 1st to the residents to inform them of the change. Will also send letters to non-residents in April 2020 to inform them of the change. Pick up date for commercial will remain the same.

Discussion was held regarding RV park. Still looking for grants. Motion by Einspahr and Seconded by Valentine to send Clerk Davis to the Clerk Institute March 16-20, 2020 and pay for motel. Voting Aye:  Eddy, Einspahr, Hammond and Valentine.  There were no votes against the motion. Absent: Orcutt.  Motion carried.

Motion by Valentine, Seconded by Einspahr to approve additional EMT’s, Andrea Davis and Bobbie Blessing to join the Fire Department. . Voting Aye:  Eddy, Einspahr and Valentine.  Abstain: Hammond. There were no votes against the motion. Absent: Orcutt.  Motion carried.
