WBO COLOUR STANDARD FOR THE MELANISTIC SPANGLE - 2019 

MELANISTIC SPANGLE LIGHT GREEN
General body colour:
rump, breast and under parts light green of an even depth of colour throughout.

Mask: 
buttercup yellow, ornamented by six evenly spaced large round black throat spots, the outer two being partially covered by the base of the check patches. Any yellow colour feathers in the spots is a fault. The buttercup yellow of the mask extending over the frontal and crown, to merge with the black undulations at the back of the head. The frontal and crown should be clear and free from all markings.

Markings: 
on cheeks, back of head and neck; black with a well-defined buttercup yellow edge. All markings should be free from any intrusion of body colour. Wings are yellow with a line of black appearing 2-3 mm from the edge of every feather.

Cere: 


blue in cocks, brown in hens.

Eyes: 


black with a white iris.

Cheek patches: 

violet.

Primary wing flights: 
yellow with a black line close to the edge of every feather.

Primary tail feathers: 
yellow or yellow edged with black. The shaft of the tail feather to be black.

Feet and legs: 

blue/grey

NOTE 1
The Melanistic Spangle variety may be combined visibly with other varieties. 

NOTE 2

The Melanistic Spangle is also known as the Danish Dominant or Cleartail.
