Welcome to BOOM! Elite Martial Arts for Sudden Valley!  This is our first of (hopefully) many monthly newsletters!  We will be getting out a student handbook to everyone soon.  In the meantime, here are some handy things to know as a new BOOMParent (I think I’m copyrighting that one…):





Lifeskill homework:  every month, we will focus on a different life skill during the classes.  This month’s life skill is HONESTY.  Life skills always appear in all caps.  Every student will receive a written assignment relating to that life skill.  Those are due (usually) the second B day of each month.  When a student hands in their written assignment, they will receive an achievement tip on their belt





TIP Testing:  Here at BOOM!, the students will be eligible to test for a new belt every 3 months.  At the end of every month, they will receive a progress test, or a TIP test.  The TIP Testing is usually done the last week of the month, and is conducted during regular class.  In order for a student to pass the TIP tests, he or she must not only be able to perform the material, but also to have maintained consistent attendance over the course of the month.





Attendance:  Each student will receive an attendance card, which will actually stay at BOOM!  Every class the student attends, they need to find their card (we won’t hide it too well…), and bring it with them onto the floor when they start class.  Every student MUST ATTEND AT LEAST ONE A DAY AND ONE B DAY PER WEEK TO QUALIFY FOR TIP TESTING.  A days are Monday/Tuesday classes, B Days are Wednesdays/Thursdays.
