Course Description

This course is designed as an overview of the major events, movements, doctrines, and personages associated with the development of the Christian church..
This course will last approximately 8 weeks and we will meet every Wednesday of every week for class.  Below are the weeks in which we will meet for class and the chapter of the text we will be discussing: “Pocket History of the Church” D. Jeffrey Bingham
Week One- Part 1 Diamonds: The Early Church
Week Two- Part 2 Emeralds: The Church in the Middle Ages
Week Three- Part 3 Gold Sovereigns: The Church in the Prtotestant Reformation (Ch. 5& 6)
Week Four- (Oral Midterm Exam) Reread Chapters 1-6 for midterm
Week 5- Gold Sovereigns: The Church in the Protestant Reformation (Ch. 7)
Week 6- Part 4 Chains of Spanish Silver: The Church in the Modern Era (Ch. 8&9)

Week 7- Part 4 Chains of Spanish Silver: The Church in the Modern Era (Ch. 10)
Week 8- (Final Written Exam) 
Each week students will be given assignments to complete which MUST be returned the following class session in order to receive full credit.  It will benefit the student to STUDY this text and not just read it for face value, read the chapters (multiple times if possible) to be discussed the week prior to it’s respective class session and take advantage of everything offered from the scripture index (253) to the subject index (259).  If there are terms you don’t understand please take the initiative to look them up for contextual meaning and if there are questions you have write them down for us to discuss at our class session.  This text should be read with your BIBLE as every book we read should be considered a help aid for understanding the Word of GOD and never become a replacement for your time in the Scriptures!
