

 
Dress Rehearsal. 
Friday April 28th, 2023, Arrive by 5 pm
Dress Rehearsal Volunteers and students are to arrive dressed and in makeup by 5pm on Friday April 28th, at the Kings Wharf Theatre.  Please take a seat anywhere in the audience.  Dancers will be called backstage to perform in groups; otherwise, they may sit and watch.  Students may leave after they have performed or watch the show.  This is a good time to videotape your child’s dance or take pictures, but please no posting of videos or pictures on social media until after the recital is over. For the safety of our dancers, photos and videotaping are NOT permitted during the performances as it can be distracting to the dancers and cause accidents. All our shows will be professional taped. 

Dress Rehearsal Ticket. 
Only one guardian per family will be admitted to the theatre. Tickets will be handed closer to the dress rehearsal.  The Kings Wharf Theatre has limited seating and for the dancers to watch we ask that only one guardian per family attend with the dancers.  Fire laws permit a limited number of spectators.  Ushers will only allow ticket holders and dancers in the theatre; all others must wait in the lobby.  Thank you for your co-operation.

Performances
Dancers must be at the Kings Wharf Theatre 30 minutes prior to show time, in costume and ready to perform.  Volunteers should arrive 45 minutes prior to show time.  Dancers will be directed to their rooms or seating once they arrive at the theatre. Dancers 12 and under must have a parent sign them in and out.  Those dancers with quick changes will have a special changing area backstage.  Students MUST remain in their assigned rooms or seats during the performance.  There will be adult supervision in all areas.  

NEW THIS YEAR, dancers will be sitting in the back of the theatre for either the first or second half of the show, depending on when they are scheduled to dance.  Additional details will be provided closer to the show with specific instructions for each dancer. 

I would like all the dancers to stay throughout the performance to participate in the finale dance.  Younger students may be excused from the finale unless parents wish them to participate.   This show is approximately 2 hours and 45 minutes.  After the performance your child will be brought to the auditorium for pick up.

Images Dance Company is a performing group of dancer’s intent on improving dance technique, through classes, dance competition and workshops.  Entry into this group will be by audition only.  We are looking for a group of students dedicated to dancing and willing to work extremely hard to achieve excellence.  
Students must take 3 subjects of dance per week; jazz, tap and ballet, along with some Saturday rehearsals.  You must be prepared to take dancing seriously.  Three missed company classes or rehearsals may result in student’s dismissal from the group.  Students accepted into “Images” will be required to sign a contract agreeing to the rules and regulations of the company.  Parents will also be asked to sign permission for allowing students to participate. 

Images Dance Company participates in 3 or 4 competitions per year and 1 or 2 workshops, as well as community performances.  Students will also be required to have specific shoes and costumes.  The approximate cost of Company for the year including costumes, competitions, workshops etc is $2,700.00 to $3,200.00.
