Puppy Information Sheet

Getting Settled

This is the most important piece of advice I can give you and one I have to say most/some new owners forget all about.......so here it is in black & white.

Your puppy has just left everything they know, their mums, siblings, carers, the water is different, the smells are different, they will be experiencing the journey home in a vehicle, new surroundings, you may be leaving them on their own for the first time ever, you may choose to crate train them at night, etc..... the list really is endless.

So please do expect for the first few days (1-10 days) that your pup may not eat as much as you would like, they may be a little loose, they may have accidents. These are simply stress related issues. 

THEY WILL SETTLE, JUST GIVE THEM TIME AND LOVE.

 
Worming
Your puppy has been wormed at 3 & 5 weeks with Panacur 10% and then at 7 weeks with Milbemax. You will need to worm your puppy again at 9 and 11 weeks and, thereafter, on a 3 monthly basis.  A good website for animal medications is www.petdispensary.co.uk. Please speak with your vets regarding a good worming programme.

Inoculations
Your puppy has received its first inoculation.  You will need to book an appointment with your own vet for the second inoculation not before the puppy turns 10 weeks of age but no later than 4 weeks from the date of the first inoculation.  Thereafter, your puppy will require an annual booster.  One/Two week/s after your puppy has received its second inoculation you will be able to take it out to public pathways and spaces.

Health Check
Our vet, Martin Rudkin at Chine House Vets in Sileby 01509 812446, has performed an initial health check to confirm that the puppy is fit for sale and re-homing.  This included eyes, ears, teeth, temperature, heart palpitations and healing of the umbilical cord.

 

Feeding
Your puppy has been weaned on Tripe and Duck & Sweet Potato Food.  Water has been readily available at all times and the puppy has been fed 3 times a day.  We would recommend that the puppy remains on the same diet, however, should you wish to change him/her to an alternative diet, you should expect loose stools for several weeks. I will advise you on quantities on departure. You are given a weeks’ worth of dry food, however you leave with 6-8 weeks’ worth of dry food, and a few weeks supply of tripe.  If you would like to buy extra 12kg bag of Duck & Sweet Potato for £37.00, you can collect this on departure. You can also continue to have this delivered to your door for future need. You are also given a sample feed and a couple of packs of the wet meat/tripe. I purchase our trip from a company called www.tpms.co.uk, they deliver every Thursday. Or you can get this food from a good pet store. 
 
Socialisation
The first 12 weeks of a puppy’s life are the most important for introduction to different sights, sounds and experiences.  Your puppy has been raised in an environment where they experienced, other pets, different noises, children and people.  I would strongly advise you not to take your puppy out into the general community until a week after the 2nd booster has been given and your vet advices you when is safe.
 

Training
We have commenced basic toilet training and your puppy has been encouraged to wee/poo outside of their bedding area.  Once your puppy has received both inoculations, it is a good idea to enrol in a training course.  We offer a free class here on a Tuesday evening 7.15-8.15pm, with one of our young members of staff Chloe, please let me know if you would like to attend.
All dogs attending our classes must have had the KENNEL COUGH vaccination at least 14 days before attending.
