Tanwood School Conditions of Entry from September 2011

1) The first class is FREE - If a friend has given you ffirst class free’ card make sure their
name is clearly marked in order to receive their £10 discount.

2) An Enrolment Fee of £12.00 is required at the second class. This is a non-refundable fee. It
covers admin & insurance costs and includes a free Tanwood t-shirt.

3) All class fees are payable in advance of the course to which they apply. Fees not paid by
the first 2 weeks of a course will be subject to an administration charge, unless the Standing
Order payment scheme is adopted.

4) A full course's notice, in writing, is required before a pupil is withdrawn; failing which, the
fees for the following course must be paid in full.

5) No remission of fees is possible for absence through iliness or for any other cause. Neither
will fees be carried over or used for other family members.

6) The Principal reserves the right to require the removal of any pupil whose fees are in
arrears or for work or conduct in her opinion necessitates such a step.

7) Parents are not permitted to be in the room whilst the classes are in progress, except
during ‘open week’.

Examinations

8) Children and Students are given the opportunity to take Examinations and Medal tests in
Ballet, Tap, Modern, National, Jazz, Drama and Musical Theatre. Examination, Assessment
and Medal Tests are not compulsory. The school holds a reputation for results of an
extremely high standard

Teachers

9) As part of their training, Pre-Registered, Student Teachers may teach a small proportion of
the classes held at Tanwood. Class Assistants are also sometimes present.

Production Work

10) A show is produced every year, giving students the opportunity to put their technique into
practice. Our Productions are held at the Local Theatre. In addition ,the school is asked to
perform at many prestigious events in and around the area.

Dress for Classes

13) No uniform is required for FIRST class. Thereafter please read the Uniform List. All items
required for classes are readily available through our own shop.

Performance Teams

14) Junior, inter and senior Performance teams are specially selected from all pupils in the
school. They must show commitment and dedication to the school and meet every week to
work hard towards prestigious competitions and performances.
