Loving Our Neighbor

Community is essential to us as Christians. We are the Body of Christ, and we know that
when two or more gather in Jesus’ name, he is present with us. So, it may be a bit harder
for us to handle the “social distancing” happening in many communities. Our call to
community is not only in the context of our church but also in our neighborhood community.
How do we literally love our neighbor? How can we be witnesses on our streets? One way
is to regularly check in on your neighbors who may be vulnerable and isolated. Offer to
deliver groceries or other items for them or to run other errands so they will not have to risk
infection by leaving their home. Be a positive, calming influence in any online
neighborhood communities. Don’t spread rumors or hysteria but find ways to support each
other through the crisis.

Living the Virtues
Ultimately, as with life in general, we are called to live out the four cardinal virtues:

* Prudence - Carefully discern the best course of action, not just for ourselves, but for the
good of all. Ask: What action does God want me to take?

e Justice - Seek fairness for everyone, especially those who need it most. Ask: Who is not
getting the help that they need?

e Temperance - Find a healthy balance between self care and care for others. Ask: Do |
err toward selfishness or an unhealthy co-dependence?

* Fortitude - Persevere in times of trial and difficulty. Ask: Do | have the courage to do the
right thing even when the going gets tough?

23" Sunday in Ordinary Time (A)

It is never easy or pleasant to "lecture someone". It is
often a task that weighs heavily on the shoulders of a
parent, superior or even a friend.

What used to be called "fraternal correction” can now be labeled as an assessment,
accompaniment, or friendly interview. In all these cases, it is an intervention aimed at
causing others to modify or reconsider their conduct.

One pitfall that we must avoid is falling into moralizing and condemnation such as:
"This is not acceptable behaviour” ... “You’re wrong” ...

When we intervene, it is important to remember that we are brothers and sisters in
Christ. Most of the time, it will take a good deal of courage; but, with respect and
friendship, it is possible to maintain quality communications.

Often you cannot intervene using your own resources. When this happens, it is a
good idea to call on other people for assistance, especially friends. In these situations,
it is not always black or white: there are always resolutions.

If the question is delicate, one should not hesitate to ask the Lord’s help with the
issue. God’s Word and prayer are avenues of support that we can always count on as
Christians.

Especially today, the Lord invites us to take a loving look at our brothers and sisters
who need our help and understanding. From the outset, Christ assures us of his
presence and action. For where two or three are gathered in my name, | am there
among them (Mt 18:20).
